
For our Christ Church family a new journey has begun. We may have regrets 
about the end of an era, fear and trepidation about what lies ahead, doubts as to 
how well we will “manage” and probably many other feelings and emotions that 
we may need to face. 
 
However, let’s take stock: we are a diverse group of people with, collectively, an 
enormous base of skills and experience to draw on. In a sense we may have more 
choices and ideas than we can reasonably integrate into a profile of less than ency-
clopedic scale. 
That said, we also instinctively know, given our wealth of opinions and positions 
on almost every subject whether religious, moral, political, economic or historical, 
that arriving at a workable consensus will be challenging to say the least. 
 
So, what is the next move? What has to be done and by whom? 
 
Let’s start with the “by whom.” A simple answer would be the Vestry, the Search 
committee and other groups that may form to fill a particular objective. The desir-
able answer though is “all of our Congregation.” 
 
The Vestry will need to initiate the process.  Our Vestry, I believe, is very repre-
sentative of the congregation. The group includes people of different ages, people 
experienced in working, in education, finance, industry, with committees of many 
different types and, to some extent, with the Diocese. Some attend the eight 
o’clock service, some the ten, others are ushers, chalice bearers, lesson readers, 
Sunday school teachers or sing with the choir. 
 
With a full Vestry of twelve plus two wardens we have a group of fourteen people 
“committed” to the process.  You will note that committed is in quotes. Some 
years ago the headmaster of a school, one of our children attended, addressed the 
assembly with the following- “I want you all to know that it is ‘bacon and egg 
time’ the hen is involved, the pig is COMMITTED. I expect all of you to be com-

mitted!” Our success will depend to some degree on how many of us are COM-
MITTED to this process. 
 
Between Vestry, Search and other functions it is, theoretically at least, possible to 
involve one person from each of a large number of families.  Of course, having 
just said, decisions will be made by the group of fourteen, it is not for me to say 
how or if that will happen.  We are however very determined to be as inclusive as 
possible in everything we do. Recent experience in working with our church 
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forces me to the conclusion that many people are so very busy with 
work and life that finding people with TIME is likely to limit our 
chances of being inclusive. One way to counter that facet of modern 
life, is for you to put your thoughts and ideas in writing and send them 
to me. Email is the preferred medium. 
 
To continue with “what has to be done” the Vestry invited Reverend 
Canon Thomas Orso to meet with us. Canon Orso is the Diocesan 
Deployment Officer and described the search process as it is today, 
emphasizing the initial stages. 
 
In simple practical terms the process involves forming a Search Team, 
updating the Church Profile, interviewing candidates and calling a 
Rector to be our new Spiritual Leader. 
 
Those of us who were around for the last search will recall that it was a 
long drawn out ordeal that left some people exhausted. Many of the 
things that seemed to be mandatory are now optional and the Vestry 
will need to determine the options to be exercised and the schedule to 
be driven. 
 
On both of the services on Sunday January 30, I told you that this 
Search would be like no other before it. Apart from the more flexible 
approach from the Diocese, the main difference is the presence of the 
Internet.  Whereas in the past, those Priests seeking a new assignment 
needed to submit their application through the diocese, Web access can 
be a direct path for all - both those seeking a “Call” and those looking 
for a Rector. Thus, literally, any Priest, anywhere can do a search and 
initiate the procedure. 
 
What does this mean for us? The profile, for example, in our last search 
was a significant task and took months to complete. In our meeting, 
Canon Orso spoke of the different approaches churches have taken, 
from a tri-fold card (each piece measuring 3” x 6”) to a profile that 
exists only “on line.”  It would seem that we may need to consider how 
our own Web site can be used to deploy a larger view of our church 
than could perhaps be contained in some more conventional printed 
offering. 
 
I suspect we can all add our thoughts and ideas as to how these efforts 
may develop and we should all feel free to input the process that will 
enable our Vestry to represent us to our world in a way that captures 
the true spirit of Christ Church.

PARISH LEADER 

 

A Rector in addition to being the spiritual Leader of the Parish has a number of other duties including adminis-
trative duties connected with hiring other clergy and staff.  The Rector also controls the program of the church 
and proscribes the use of the buildings. 
 
The Vestry supports the Rector providing money for the hiring of staff.  The Vestry is responsible for seeing 
that the buildings are maintained and is, of course, also responsible for all the financial affairs of the church. 
 
In the absence of a Rector (an interim period) the Vestry, that’s Wardens and Vestry persons, have charge of 
everything; program, buildings, and the responsibility for hiring an Interim Minister or Supply Priests and  
ultimately a new Rector for our Parish. 
 
As our lead article this month states, our group of fourteen dedicated folk are here to serve you in the most  
inclusive manner possible.  So your thoughts and ideas are most welcome and Marge and I are ready to receive 
them.  If you email things to us please send them to both of us.  This saves us from having to forward your 
messages. 
 
Lastly, Parish Leader is a sidebar to a Senior Warden’s job when no Rector is present;  it is largely a titular 
position and is merely a contact point for some, non Christ Church, person attending services to have a starting 
point.  Most of the time contact is made through the church office.  Michele answers and directs the call to the 
appropriate person.  Every Christ Church person I am sure understands that the business of the church is  
relayed through the Wardens to the Vestry. 
 
In the event that a Christ Church person or family have special needs and I am unable to connect them to a 
priest, May Mamiya or David Sherwood have graciously agreed to serve as an initial contact. 
 
Aside from being the contact point between the Staff and the Vestry, I am not contemplating any other Parish 
Leader duties.  If you think there is something else I should do be sure to tell me  - be warned however, I will 
consider you to have volunteered!  After all isn’t that what leaders do?

A NOTE FROM GOD 

 

The Parish Life Team met on January 24th. PLT has oversight of four areas: Formation, Fellowship, Worship, 
and Stewardship.   
 
The group reviewed the plans for the Shrove Tuesday Pancake Supper which came off well. Loyd Lee acted as 
Peter Winne’s stand-in and organized everything. Thanks to all the men who set up, cooked, served, and 
cleaned up. Other pot-lucks provided opportunity for fellowship. On January 28th, after the Companions’ 
Evensong, about 40 people from the Guadalupe congregation and from the Anglo congregation joined for a 
meal which included Leo’s tamales (yum!), and there will be pot-lucks in March after the Companions’ Sta-
tions of the Cross service and before the Maundy Thursday service. 
 
Most of the meeting was devoted to discussing formation (education) programs. Loyd Lee convened a brain-
storming session on February 6th about the Adult Forum for this spring and on into next year. 20 people con-
sidered program ideas, scheduling, and frequency; and Mary Flad and Evie Fortna volunteered to do the plan-
ning through June. Our Lenten Series programs have been worked out with St. Paul’s. “From Inward to Out-
ward: Our Lenten Journey” will be focused on the book Preaching the Passion: The Seven Last Words of 
Christ and on the topic of the Sick and Poor Around Us featuring May Mamiya and John Simon as guest 
speakers. Each of the evenings will include a meal, study, and Taize worship. For our youth ages 12 and up, 
we are considering a program called “Journey to Adulthood” which has gotten food reviews from a number of 
people familiar with it. There was further on-going exploration of creating a quiet space in the church for chil-
dren under 3. Carlie Graves will pursue that. 
 
In terms of worship, John Sullivan reported that Richard Witt would be serving as supply priest through Easter 
and that he and Laura Russell and Michele Haynes had met with him to plan services during Lent including 
Ash Wednesday and Holy Week. There will also be an experiential Stations of the Cross service sponsored by 
the Companions of Christ Church during Lent. 
 
Phyllis George is now the chairperson of the Parish Life Team. Everyone is invited to attend meetings which 
are on the fourth Monday of the month at 3:30 in the Lay Ministry Room.
